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A MESSAGE FROM

Last year at this time I announced in the
PTA Newsletter that La Jolla High
School would participate in the
Josephson Institute’s nationwide survey
of high school students. As you likely
know, the 2008 Report Card on the
Ethics of American Youth has been
completed and published, along with a
site-specific report generated using only
La Jolla High School surveys. If you
have yet to do so, please go to the high
school website [www.ljhs.sandi.net] and
study the data. We are engaged in an
ongoing effort to improve character and
welcome any ideas you might have on
areas of need and possible avenues of
action. Comments may be sent to me or
to the Governance Committee care of La
Jolla High.

Although we are only about halfway
through this school year, counselors will
soon be working with your students to
plan their schedules for next year, and
your attention to that process is very
important. Students will meet one-on-
one with their respective counselors to
plan a preliminary schedule based on
input received on forms your student
will take home prior to the conference.

Please review all proposed course
selections as they pertain to the
requirements of any colleges or

universities of interest or any career paths
your student might like to pursue. The
district and state requirements for a
diploma sometimes fall short of the
prerequisites for college or career
admissions, so course selection can have
long-term implications.

To avoid unnecessary conflicts, please
know that the second semester this year
ends on Monday, June 15, 2009, with
finals for underclassmen scheduled
through that final day. Vacations and the
like need to be planned with this in mind,
as exemptions to this final schedule will
only be made in the case of true
emergencies. As always, any such
request must come through my office for
consideration; please to not contact
teachers directly, as they are not
authorized to make a decision in this
area.

In the same vein, the 2009 — 2010 school
year starts later than usual: September 8,
with Student Registration beginning on
August 28. Please keep these dates in
mind as you plan your summer activities.
Our goal is to start instruction on the first
day of school; in order to do that, we
need students here for the registration
process. Thank you for your help in this
area.

I am very proud of all of the things
the PTA has accomplished in the
first part of the school year. I am
grateful to all of you who have vol-
unteered your time, finances and
other resources. Together we
launched a new e-Blast system
which reaches over 1000 people, we
hosted a welcome back dinner for
LJHS families and a welcome back
lunch and holiday breakfast for our
teachers and staff. We also spon-
sored the campus beautification pro-
ject in the cafeteria and the PTA
Plaza (the area between the 800 and
900 building), we worked with the
Counseling Department to help a
LJHS family whose home was de-
stroyed by a fire, and we worked
with the Foundation to prepare and
win a Las Patronas grant for a new
projector for Parker Auditorium. In
addition we have awarded almost
$5,000 in mini grants to LJHS teach-
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ers and administrators. As we con-
tinue into 2009, the PTA has organ-
ized the volunteers and completed
Sophomore CPR training, with the
Senior Exhibitions proceeding on
schedule.

The monthly PTA meetings continue
to provide the venue for sharing
school news and information that
affects children and education (e.g.,
school funding). With reports from
the ASB President, the Governance
Team Chair and the Principal in ad-
dition to the PTA committee reports
we keep people up to date and in-
formed in most aspects of campus
life.

Although our level of activity does
not show it, our PTA memberships
are down 6% from last year. There
may be many explanations for this
including that the sign up sheet was
inserted backward in the registration
packet and may simply have been
missed at the start of the school year.
If you are not already a member,
please join the PTA. Your dues and
donations allow us to support our
work in the community and a portion
helps provide a voice for children at
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the state and national level.

“Character Education” is a topic that
is being addressed by the National
PTA and many educational bodies.
It is also a topic that the Governance
Team at LJHS has been addressing
for over a year. In spring of 2008,
LJHS was one of 100 high schools
that participated in the Josephson
Institute’s survey, Report Card on
the Ethics of American Youth. Addi-
tionally, the La Jolla High Varsity
athletes completed, Survey of Values,
Attitudes and Behavior in Sport.

(this is the district website).

The Rotary Scholarship Fund
accepts applications from seniors
graduating from La Jolla schools.

There are no restrictions as to col-
lege or major. The relative need to
meet college expenses will be con-
sidered. For the deadline, see the
application, available in the G&C
Center. A minimum GPA of 3.0 is
required.

The Florence Riford Trust Fund,
administered by the Rotary Club,
finances scholarships with certain
restrictions. Students must major in
math, science, engineering, or
medicine and must attend a college
in California (preferably a UC
school). Financial need is not a con-
sideration. The application will be
available in the G & C Center in
March. A minimum GPA of 3.5 is
required.

Governance

The La Jolla High School Gov-
ernance Committee continues to
focus on academic integrity this
year. The Committee reviewed
results of the survey conducted by
The Josephson Institute for Eth-
ics, conducted a brain-storming
session concerning action steps
and established a subcommittee to
review the results and develop an
action plan. More on the Joseph-
son Institute survey results can be
found in this Newsletter. The sur-
vey results are available on the La
Jolla High School website at
www.ljhs.sandi.net.

The Governance Committee has
also reviewed a recent action
taken by the Board of Education
of the San Diego Unified School
District. On November 18, 2008,
the Board approved the execution
of a contract with a consultant to
assist the SDUSD in planning and
implementing a performance ap-
praisal system for school princi-
pals. The contract may cost as
much as $250,000. Believing that

the scarce financial resources of
the SDUSD can be better used,
the Governance Committee
passed a resolution recommend-
ing that the Board terminate the
contract using the 30-day termi-
nation clause.
